Press Win + I to open Settings.

Click  on  “Windows  Update”  and  then  “Run  the
troubleshooter.”

Step 3: Reset Windows Update Components

Press Win + X and select “Windows Terminal (Admin)” to
open it with administrative privileges.
Type the following commands, pressing Enter after each:

net stop wuauserv
net stop cryptSvc
net stop bits
net stop msiserver
ren C:\Windows\SoftwareDistribution SoftwareDistribution.old
ren C:\Windows\System32\catroot2 catroot2.old
net start wuauserv
net start cryptSvc
net start bits
net start msiserver

Step 4: Run the SFC and DISM Commands

Open Windows Terminal as an administrator again.



Type sfc /scannow and press Enter. Allow the process to
complete.
Now type the following command and press Enter:

DISM /Online /Cleanup-Image /RestoreHealth

Step 5: Update Drivers and Software

Right-click  on  the  Start  button  and  select  “Device
Manager.”
Expand each section, right-click on each device, and
choose “Update driver.”
Select  “Search  automatically  for  updated  driver
software” and follow the prompts.

Step 6: Perform a Clean Boot

Press Win + R, type msconfig in the box, and hit Enter.
In the System Configuration window, go to the “Services”
tab.
Check  “Hide  all  Microsoft  services”  and  then  click
“Disable all.”
Go to the “Startup” tab and click “Open Task Manager.”
Disable all startup items, close Task Manager, and click
“OK” on the System Configuration window.
Restart your computer.
